CRP May Be a Viable Alternative to Farming Less Productive Areas

Enrollments in the Conservation Reserve Program under continuous CRP or CREP

(Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program) are viable alternatives to farming on less productive
cropland. These unproductive areas may be better suited for a CRP practice that can restore wetland
areas, control erosion, create upland bird grass habitat, or filter pollutants from entering streams.

Annual income on these acres may be equivalent to cash rental rates over the past 3 years.
Some practices have been known to pay as much as $200/acre when incentive payments are included.
CRP annual payments are guaranteed income for 10-15 years despite slumps in the commodity markets
and adverse weather conditions that may result in poor crops. Now is the time to inspect your fields
that are not generating income every year. Before you make preparations for next year, you may want
to visit the FSA and/or NRCS offices to discuss conservation programs and practices that would be
specifically tailored to your farm. In a time where economic decisions are as important as higher
yields in insuring a profitable farming operation, conservation practices under CRP programs may fit
into your budget plan.

PLANNING AHEAD CAN HELP EASE WINTER MANURE MANAGEMENT CONCERNS

Protecting water quality would be a lot easier if producers never needed to apply manure when
fields are frozen or covered with snow. The fact is, however, some producers don’t have enough
storage capacity to get through the winter. Sometimes, even producers with storage facilities need to
apply manure in the winter because wet fall weather like we have experienced this year can delay
application. Unfortunately, uncooperative fall and winter weather increases risk of pollution especially
when manure is applied on frozen and snow covered fields. Lastwinter, a quick thaw following significant
snow accumulation led to a rash of pollution complaints in some areas of the state. To help avoid these
situations, steps should be taken now before winter to avoid being in a position of having to apply
manure during the wintertime.

How much storage is need to get you through the winter? One of the best ways to minimize risk
is to take stock now and determine how storage is needed to get from the end of December to the
middle of March so that winter application can be avoided all together. If land and resources aren’t
available this fall to empty the manure storage facility, drawing down the manure storage to a level
that allows manure to be safely stored during the winter months is the next best option.

If draw down or completely emptying is not an option, consider transporting manure to under-
utilized storage facilities in the area. While transporting manure increases cost, it may be well worth
the extra investment if nutrient losses can be avoided by not having to apply manure during the winter.
Other considerations for doing this include avoiding the risk of polluting surface water, potential fish
kills if runoff occurs, and costly enforcement and clean up in some situations when manure reaches
streams. If there are no other storage facilities in your area, some municipal wastewater treatment
facilities may also be able to take a certain amount of manure for a short period of time.

While not recommended, if manure is applied on frozen or snow-covered land, be sure that
USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) Practice Standards are followed. The NRCS
standard for applying manure on frozen and snow-covered soil includes six specific criteria and all six
must be followed to comply with the standard. The requirements include a 200-foot setback from
waterways and streams, at leat 90% surface residue cover, and specific application rate limits depending
on manure moisture content. Manure should not be applied on more than 20 contiguous acres and
additional criteria apply for fields with slopes greater than six percent.

With winter approaching, there is still time to make plans and management decisions that can
help you better manage manure and risk.

ARE YOU USING THE CORRECT AMOUNT OF LAWN FERTILIZER?

When was the last time you had your lawn tested for fertility? Many times after a couple
years of lawn fertilizer application, your soil fertility rates may have been restored to an optimal
range. Save your money. Don't over-apply lawn fertilizer.

Over-application of lawn fertilizer can be as detrimental as a nutrient deficiency. Most of
the fertilizers applied to lawns have the potential to cause undesirable conditions. As an example,
when too much nitrogen fertilizer is applied, it promotes an excessive growth of grass. Itis undesirable
from both the standpoint of increased mowing requirements and because grass hardiness and health
may be reduced. In addition, when a large amount of nitrogen is applied during spring, the incidence
of disease may be increased and tolerance to heat and drought can be reduced. Lime should be
applied only when a soil test indicates a need for it. Excessive amounts of lime in the soil may be
detrimental to the production of good turf. Liming will not reduce the need for fertilizing. The
presence of moss in the lawn does not necessarily indicate a need for lime.

Ohio State University research has shown that fall (August or September) and late fall
(October, November or December) fertilization is a very desirable option for Ohio home lawns. Fall
fertilization (especially nitrogen application) is reported to enhance winter turf color, quicken
spring green-up, reduce lawn disease problems, and improve grass hardiness during the summer months.
It will also reduce the amount of spring and summer nitrogen required to maintain a healthy, green
lawn. Some fertilizer may be needed during the spring and summer, however, over-application of
fertilizer at these times can cause disease and other problems and result in "summer lawn nightmares."
